1.  Original—made/constructed by you (no kits).

2.  Close to scale (on sea horses as big as whales).

3.  6th grade quality (neat, realistic, shows thought, well planned)

4.  Accurately depicts the animal and its environment

5.  NO TOXIC OR STINKY MATERIALS, especially paints (spray paint, etc) .  You must be able to identify the materials you use—don’t bring “unknowns” into the classroom please.

Grades: 

A= well organized, follows directions, excellent portrayal, uses several vocabulary from chap. 1 appropriately in descriptions, well structured paragraphs that clearly and logically describe and explain, shows a complete understanding of the topic, visuals are appropriately scaled to the page, neat, realistic, viewer gains a terrific understanding the topic, research is highly evident, whole project is very neat, error-free, high quality, original (your own unique work).

B = mostly organized, follows directions, well portrayed, uses a few vocabulary from chap. 1 appropriately in descriptions, paragraphs are complete and relationships are described but may lack completeness or clarity, shows a good understanding, a few minor errors only, visuals are appropriate may lack some details/realism, viewer learns some facts about the animal/habitat, is evident that research was done, whole project is neat, high quality, original (your own unique work).

C = relationships are described but may lack completeness or clarity, few to no vocabulary used, shows a partial understanding, may have a few to several errors, visuals may lack quality, details, or realism, project may lack neatness and/or quality, may be only partially original (your own unique work), does not show much research was used.

D = several errors and/or omissions, relationships not clearly described, or described incorrectly, lacks completeness, clarity, visuals may lack quality, details, realism, project may lack neatness, quality, originality.

F = Incomplete project, did not follow directions, or did not complete directions, excessive mistakes, and/or lack of neatness, no attention to details, no thorough descriptions.

1 day late = lowers one full letter grade from earned grade
